Required Materials:

1. Paper

2. Pencil

3. Pen black or blue only

4. Calculator—

a. For physical science the calculator only needs to multiply and divide

b. For chemistry and physics a TI-83 or high is recommended

5. Three ring binder or folder to keep all papers organized

Grading Policies:

1. Assignments are due on their announced due date at the start of class.  Late work will be taken the next day for half credit.  Work that is two days late will receive a zero.  Lengthy projects will have a separate late polity that is included in the project rubric.

2. Equal weight is given to homework, laboratories, and quizzes/tests.  Each is worth approximately one third of the total grade.

3. Extra credit will be available but only awarded to those who have NO missing work, therefore, even if you get no points for an assignment you must turn it in to attempt to get extra credit points.

4. Total points accumulated will be used to determine the percentage earned out of the total possible.  This percentage is then translated to a grade using the Breckenridge High School Grading Scale.

5. Final grade is determined by taking the percentage from the first and second marking period and multiplying them both by .4, the final exam percentage is multiplied by .2 and all three numbers are added together.  This gives the overall percentage for the class, which is then converted to a letter grade.

Classroom Rules:
